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Introduction
Life in Scripture is about living with God and within His design parameters. Life
consists of Loving God for who He is and learning to live as He did.

Our God is the Living God — Deut. 5:26; Psalm 42:2; Jer. 10:10.

Conclusion
In John 4, the woman believed and so this many of the Samaritans, they received life.
In Matt. 19:27-30, Peter and the disciples would be rewarded for their willingness to
be last in this life. They would be first in the Life to come. As they lived out their
lives, they understood the cost — listen to Peter’s Words, 2 Peter 1:3-11.
